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The Mutual Security Act of 1959 declared the intent of
Congress to establish in Hawaii a Center for Cultural and Technical
Interchange between East and West, and mstructed the Secretary of
State to submit a plan and program for this purpose.

When the opportunity was presented to prepare a program
for such a_Center, the University of Hawaii was ready, on the strength
of its resources, experience and enthusiasm to initiate extensive planning
for a scrics of proposals to achicve the purposcs of the Act, and
subsequently to effectuate them by assuming responsibility for the State
of Hawaii to carry out the establishment and operation bf the Center.

Chapter VII of the Muotual Security Act of 1960, which was
signed into law on May 14, 1960, authorized the establishment and
operation of the Center, and provided the funds therefor.

The sum appropriated in 1960 was designed to provide for
the first year of the Center’s operation in accordance with extensive plans
for its organization and operation prepared by the University and the
State of Hawaii, under an agreement between the University and the
Department of State, This grant-in-aid agreement became effective as of
October 25, 1960, and the first installment of funds was received by
the University on November 8, 1960,

With the signing of the agreement and transfer of funds to
the University, the Center became a reality, and its various institutes
and divisions were placed in operation. The action taken with the
passage of the first federal enabling legislation, mainly of a planning

.
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The Center also provides funds to increase the resources and
effectiveness of the Library for the education of the grantees and research
by senior scholars. With these purposes in mind, the Library has added
seven professional and two stenographic people to its staff this year.
These individuals along with the original Library staff have conducted
extensive surveys of collections and have ordered to date over $55,000
of additional material. This includes a foreign newspaper microfilm
project, over 400 reels of microfilms in both English and Asian languages
on material dealing with Asia, substantial additions to western language
book and periodical resources on Asia, and technical and cultural
materials relating to the United States. Excellent basic collections in the
Oriental Library on Japan, China and Korea are being rapidly extended
and crucial contemporary documents pertaining to Southeast and South
Asia are being added.
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EAST-WEST CENTER LIERARY

The rapid growth of the East-West Center Li-

brary, formerly called Reszearch Collections, con-
tinned during this vear. Accomplishments included:

*» 17424 volumes of printed materials and 3,639 reels of
microfilm were acquired, bringing the total amount of
research materials on Asia acquired by the Center in
three vears to 70,128 volumez and 9,392 reels,

« Exchanges with 87 institutions in 18 foreign countries
were initiated, resulting in acquisition of much material
not available through purchase.

* Almost all available materials on Agsia on microfilm or
microfiche (micro reproductions in sheet form) have
been purchased or ordered.

« Over 300 reels of negative microfilm were made in the
Ryukyus, and a few in Bangkok, Thailand. Among the
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major achievements has been the microfilming of the
Fyukeyn Shimpe 18451963, the Okinawa Toimusn 1948
1963, and the Okingwae Mornmmg Star 1954 -1263.

= Several penerous gifts were made to the Library, The
povernment of Japan donated 1,091 volumes. The Re-
public of China gave a collection of the dynastic his
tories and & number of important monographs and
reference boolksz, The estate of the late Jozeph L. Rock
bequeathed hiz collection on inner Asia and China to
the Fast-West Center,

« A total of 10,187 titles comprizing 15,5568 volumes wasz
cataloged during the vear. A recent survey has revealed
that space for approximately 30,000 volumes is still
availahle to the RBast-West Center Library., Present
available space will be used up in 1966,

Selection of Materinls, Selection is limited pri-
marily to materials on post-1945 Asia of relevance
to the social sciences, Major items covering 19th and
early 20th Century Asia are also purchased to sup-
plement these contemporary materials.

Methods adopted for the acguisition of materials
vary from country to country. Current coverage of
India, Pakistan, and Indonesia is through the Li-
brary of Congress Public Law 480 Program.

In Korea, the Ryukyus, Mainland China, the
Philippines, Thailand, Vietnam, and Malaysia, local
arrangements have been made to acquire materials
on a “blanket order” basis, Publications are sent to
the East-West Center Librarv, which returns those
not required. This procedure 15 necessary in these
areas because there are no adequate bibliographies,

and books go out of print rapidly. In Japan and
Taiwan, materials are =elected by the East-West
Center advisory staff. In Indonesia, North Korea,
Worth Vietnam, Laocs, Cambodia, and Burma, ac-
guisition iz maintained from secondary sources under
conditions of considerable difficulty.

For the third consecutive year the use of the Li-
brary has doubled over the previous year. In 1964,
the actual circulation was estimated to have been in
excess of 10,000 loans.

For the first time binding was sent out and re-
ceived. Addition of T48 new titles has brought to
1,969 the number of serials now received by the
Serials and Binding Department.

An important agreement was reached in Decem-
ber, 1963, coordinating the University of Hawaii
library and the East-West Center Library. This
agreement defines subject areas of responsibility for
building book collections, and outlines future coop-
eration in cataloging and book circulation.

The Images of Okinawa collection is composed of 195 color slides
donated in July 2010 by Ms, Madeleing k. Wan Epps, plus 53 black & white
photos taken by the United States Civil Administration of the Ryukyu
Islands (USCAR).

Kupfer Slide Collection

154 of 195 color slides were taken between 1945 and 1946 by Dr. Donald
H. kKupfer, the donor's father (see the featured slide phota), Dr. Kupfer
was a Mawvy officer at the tirme he was stationed in Okinawa. He was barn
in 1918 and graduated from Yale. In 1955, Dr. Kupfer joined the faculty
at the Departrent of Geology & Geophysics of Louisiana State University
until he retired in the 1980s. Dr. kKupfer passed away in Movermber 2010,
He was 92 years old. His slide collections also include 27 color slides
talen by Irene Betan in 1956,

Mo color adjustments or image enhancements were made to the scanned
images. Therefore, some slides show color deterioration, out-of-focus
images, or over-exposed images. His personal notes on each slide
were transcribed and Japanese translations were made by the UHM Japan
Collection, These notes were transcribed as exactly as possible as were
written on the slides, Some place names may be misspelled or mistaken
from spoken sounds. The names that we could not verify in Japanese are
indicated in brackets, We greatly appreciate site visitors' suggestions if
carrect place names are identified. Some images and descriptions could
be disturbing so wiewer discretion is adwised.

USCAR Photos

After wwll, Okinawa was occupied by the US military. After Japan signed
the San Francisco Treaty in 1951, the United States Civil Administration
of the Ryukyu Islands (USCAR) officially took over and governed
Ckinawa from 1952 until Okinawa reverted to Japan in 1972, Dr. Douglas
G, Haring {1894-1970) was a notable Ryukyu Scholar at Syracuse
University, The photos were found among materials he left at the UHM
Asia Collection Department, An accompanying note indicates that the
photos were taken in 1968 and sent to Dr. Haring upon his request, The
descriptions accompanying each photo were exactly transcribed and
