1. The Twenty first Meeting of the Japan-U.S. Consultative
Committee on Okinawa was held at the Ministry of Forelgn
Affairs on January 19, 1971.

Foreign Minister Kiichi Aichi and Director—General
Sadanori Yamanaka of the Prime Minister's Office represented
the Japanese Government and Amﬁassador Armin H., Meyer represented
the United States Government, Civil Administrator Robert A.
Fearey, United States Civil Administration in the Ryukyu Islands,
was also present,
2. The Japanese side presented, and the United States side
accepted, the Japanese Government's reversion measures program to
Okinawa, of a total amount of ¥60,020,16%,000 ($166,722,681),
to be disbursed in the Ryukyuan Fiscal Year 1972 (from July l,'
1971 through June 30, 1972)., The Japanese side also stated that,
in the process of setting up this reversion measures program,
it gave due consideration to the proposals which the United States
Government, upon request from the Government of the Ryukyu Islaﬁds,
submitted to the Japahese Government last-autumn, proposals
concerning the Japanesée Government's reversion measures program

to .Okinawa in the Japanese Government's Fiscal Year 1971.
