Recommendation No
1. Passengers betwéen Japan proper and Okinawa aré increasing year after
year; however, almost nothing has been done to date'iﬁ-simplifying the
_ immigration procedures for these passengers both at the air and sea ports.

2. Eépccially in recent years, the congestion at port terminals has become

extremely distinctive. With a view to improving .- this situation as well

as promoting ' the tourism of Okinawa, it is'necessary promptly to adopt

simplified procedures.

‘3. In this regard, the AdCom agreed that it is desirable to take the

‘following measures:

a.  That the procedures for passengers between Japan proper and Okinawa
be limited to procedures for exit only thereby abolishing the entry proccdures.
' {;j b. That the inspection éf passengers’' baggages at the time"%f'exit be
reduced to the minimum, or not‘be conducted as much as possible.

4, Therefore, the AdCom recommends that the High Commissioner take. appropriate

measures for these matters.
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
