radio wave. ’

b. Matter for Consideration:

- It is necessary to establish a prospect concerning the possibility
of financial assistance mentioned in paragraph a. (2) above. (necessary
expenses: about 200 million yen)

2. Improvement Concerning the Okinawa Scholarship Program

a. Substance:

(1) As a special bolicy at the prefectural level, the "Okinawa

'_Scholarship Program" will be established for those who go on to universities

in Japan proper.

(2) For the realization of paragraph (1), the financial assistance
of the GOJ will be required for the time being.

(3) In connection with paragraphs (1) and (2) above, it is necessary
to consider the matter of revision or abolition of the GOJ special program
(KOKUHI and JIHI program currently in effect) for exemption of the university
entrance examination for Okinawan students.

(4) The substance of the Okinawa Scholarship Program for those who
are enrolled at universities or high:schools within Okinawa will be expanded

to the level of Japan proper (based on the Japan Scholarship Program Standards).

b. Matter for Consideration:

(1) The matter of revision or abolition of the above-mentioned
special program (KOKUHI and JIHI program) will require a serious study in
consideration of scholaystic standards of Okinawan students and other matters
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such as actual educational conditions of Okinawa gnd the enhancement of the
development of human resources, including the matter of the time for revision
or abolition. Therefore, a serious study will also be required for the time-
