Japan and placed under US Military fAdministration for 21 years;

the oft-expressed desire of the people of Okinawa who are culturally

and historically part of the Japanese nation, to be returned to Japanese
Administration and to enjoy all the basic rights guaranteed by the
Constitution of Japan; i

that Okinawa continues to be separated from Japan and that free travel
between Okinawa and Japan has been restricted;

that this desire has been expressed repeatedly by unamimous resolutions
adopted by the Legislature of the R.I., the representative body of Okinawa;

the Government of Japan to press for negotiations on the return of Okinawa
to Japan;

the people of Okinawa in their wish to return to the sovereignty of Japan;

that under present militery administration the people of Okihawa do not
elect their Chief Executive by popular vote and urge that that popular
vote be provided for;

the abolition of the restrictions on travel between Okinawa and Japan,
particularly travel for tradé union purposes;

the workers and. unions of Okinawa of PTTI's solidarity with them;

to call . on the PITI and its affiliates to appeal to both the US ard
Japanesse Goyernments to recognise the legitimate aspirations of the people
of Okinawa and to return Okinawa to Japan.
